Spain team in city for heritage week [Ahmedabad]

AHMEDABAD: A team from the Spanish city of Valladolid will be in Ahmedabad on November 21 as part of the World Heritage Week celebrations which is to begin on Friday. After the Ahmedabad Municipal Corporation (AMC) erected an entire facade of the Ahmedabad Haveli in Valladolid in Casa De La India in October last year, the European team is here to showcase its city. 

The five-member team from the Spanish city is led by municipal councilor for culture and tourism Mercedes Cantalapiedra. The Valladolid exhibition, which shares several parallels with Ahmedabad, will showcase latest preservation techniques employed by engineers and architects to save old buildings.

The delegation will visit the pols of Ahmedabad, Lois Khan's IIM(A) complex and Le Corbusier buildings in the city.
